In the morning session, the attending IC representatives were organised into four separate groups headed by a Chairman. Discussions on ways of enhancing the activity programme of the ICs, both in respect of competitive tennis and philanthropy took place during the session. Each group presented its recommendations for follow-up by the respective IC Council sub-committee.
AGM:

The accounts for 2009 were presented by Charles Trippe, the Honorary Treasurer and approved at the meeting. Dan Waldman (USA) was re-elected to the Executive Committee. Doug Hillen (South Africa) was elected to the Executive Committee to replace Ian Smith. 
Barry Weatherill, the Chairman, thanked Peter Moys, the outgoing Honorary Auditor, for his invaluable service to the Council for the past 30 years and wished him a happy and enjoyable retirement. Mr. Chris Appleton, a senior partner in Smith & Williamson, will be taking over as Honorary Auditor.
The meeting expressed its appreciation for the sponsorship and support extended to the Council by Banque de Luxembourg, Compass, HSBC and Lacoste.
